AY 2005/2006 Deputy Chief of Staff, Army G-3 Harvard Strategist Program
Information Paper

Program Description:  One-year, degree producing program open to eligible Army captains.  Scholars attend Harvard University earning a Masters Degree in Public Administration (MPA), then PCS to the Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff, Army G-3 in Washington, DC for a two-year utilization tour.  The purpose of this program is to provide selected Army captains with a scholarship to Harvard University's Kennedy School of Government with an ultimate assignment within the Deputy Chief of Staff, Army G-3 as strategists.

Selection Process: The U.S. Army Human Resources Command (HRC) assembles and forwards a slate of qualified officers to the Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff, Army G-3 for approval and selection of up to four scholars annually.  Once selected, scholars will then apply directly to Harvard for admission.  Additional information will be provided to scholars once selection is made.

Scholarship tenure/Location: Scholars will be assigned to The Student Detachment, Fort Jackson, SC with duty at Harvard for one year, July 2005 through July 2006.

Obligations incurred: Scholars incur a three for one, computed in days active duty service obligation (ADSO), IAW AR 350-100 (Officer Active Duty Service Obligations) and must serve a two year utilization assignment, within the Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff, Army G-3, immediately following scholarship year.

Prerequisites:  Candidates must be from year groups 1997, 1998, or 1999; be a branch qualified captain; be in a Combat Arms career field (includes Engineers); demonstrates potential for future military service; have an undergraduate degree of 3.4 or better; should have an undergraduate degree in history, international relations, political science, government, or economics; competing solely for this program; not have any adverse actions pending; be able to complete full scholarship and an immediate two year utilization; not owe a utilization obligation for another program; meet army height and weight requirements; and should have a desire to serve as a strategist in the Office of the Deputy Chief, of Staff, Army G-3.

How to Apply:  Submit the following to your assignment officer, HRC prior to 22 July 2004:  a DA Form 4187 (signed and approved by Rater) with the following information:  mailing address, work telephone number, email address, and the following statement "I request permission to compete for the Deputy Chief of Staff, Army G-3 Harvard Strategist Program"; and a signed active duty service obligation statement (ADSO).
