DAPMIS

The Department of the Army Photograph Management Information

     The DAPMIS became operational on 5 September 2002.  This system is the Army solution to automating the DA photo process.  DAPMIS is a web-enabled, e-business system that receives digitized official photographs from DOD world-wide photo labs.  DAPMIS photos will give greater ownership to individual soldiers while assisting with the Army Selection Board System, career management activities, and decisions by commanders.

     Effective 01 October 2002, in addition to two hard copies of the photographs, photo labs will upload official photographs taken of SSG and above, CW2 and above, and 1LT-Colonel in the DAPMIS system.  Photo labs will upload photo files to PERSCOM(via the DAPMIS system) daily.  

    Photos uploaded in DAPMIS (digitized photos taken on or after 01 October 2002) will be available for individual soldiers to review within 24 hours of the successful transmission.  Each individual soldier has the responsibility of reviewing their photo via their Army Knowledge Online (AKO) account within 3 workdays and either choosing to accept or reject the photo taken.  If the individual soldier does not accept or reject the photo in the time prescribed, DAPMIS will automatically accept the photo upon expiration of the third day.  Soldiers can gain access to view their DAPMIS photos by signing into their AKO account and navigating to the "What's New" page on AKO.
