Common Misconceptions

1. Board OERs that arrive 120 days prior to the convene date of the board go hardcopy to DA Secretariat Board File and will not go on the OMPF nor will branch get a copy.  TRUE
2. If a Senior Rater doesn't give an ACOM on the first OER given in a certain grade, he/she can't give it on the 2d OER.  FALSE

3. Senior Rater has a choice on how to count promotable officers.  FALSE

4. Senior Rater profile restarts when the senior rater is promoted or changes jobs. FALSE
