Federal Bureau of Investigation National Academy (FBINA)

The FBI Academy Nomination Board convenes at PERSCOM in May/June each year. Applications are due to MI Branch NLT 5 May 2004. The FBI Academy offers an 11-week course at Quantico, Virginia. The curriculum consists of courses relating to management science; behavioral science; law; education and communication arts; and forensic science. Throughout this training, particular emphasis is placed on leadership development.  There is no utilization tour or assignment associated with course.

Eligibility criteria: 

· Be on active duty

· Be a 35E, 35F or 351B 

· Hold the rank of WO1-MW4, Branch Qualified CPT or MAJ

· Have demonstrated outstanding performance 

· Have at least 5 years of investigative experience

· Be at least 25 years of age, but not more than 50 years of age

· Meet Army height/weight standards IAW AR 600-9 and have passed an APFT within 6 months preceding the board convene date

· Possess a baccalaureate degree

Application procedures:
Submit an informal letter of application forwarded and endorsed through the chain of command to MI Branch; suspense: May 03. Application letter should include a brief description of civilian law enforcement/investigative experience and training.

The FBI National Academy has long been a vital element in the continuing improvement of law enforcement standards, knowledge, and cooperation throughout the world. The National Academy experience and its sister program, "Field Police Training," provide a wide range of leadership and specialized training, as well as an opportunity for professional law enforcement officers to share ideas, techniques, and experiences.

It is with the above concept that the National Academy Program was founded on July 29, 1935, with 23 students in attendance. Since that early beginning, the National Academy program has graduated 32,121 qualified students with the graduation of the 196th Session on March 26, 1999. The program has enjoyed a world-wide reputation among international law enforcement and 2,165 officers representing 128 foreign countries have taken advantage of this training program.

With the opening of the FBI Academy in the summer of 1972, National Academy classes were provided on a quarterly basis consisting of 11 weeks of training for upper and mid-level law enforcement officers. The curriculum focuses on leadership and management training and consists of courses relating to Management Science, Behavioral Science, Law, Education, Forensic Science and Health/Fitness.
