Fellowship Information

Department of State School of Professional & Area Studies
Strategic Wargaming Fellowship

Program Description:  The fellow serves on the staff of the School of Professional and Area Studies of the Foreign Service Institute in Arlington, VA.  Participates with U.S. Government officials, Foreign Service Institute students, and private sector representatives in interagency exercises and roundtables on key security, political, economic, and environmental issues.  Activities are held in collaboration with regional and functional bureaus. at the Department of State.  Exposes future leaders to a broad array of global policy issues from the State Department point of view to enable an integrated interagency approach between Department of Defense and State.

Selection Process: PERSCOM assembles and forwards a slate of qualified officers to the Army G-3 for recommendation.  The Army G-3 will forward the recommendation to the Chief of Staff, Army (CSA) for approval and selection of one fellow annually.

Fellowship tenure/Location: This fellowship is 10 to 12 months long, begins in August 2004 and ends in June/July 2005.  Fellows are assigned to the Army G-3 with duty at National Foreign Affairs Training Center, Arlington, VA.

Obligations incurred: Fellows incur a two year active duty service obligation (ADSO), IAW AR 350-100 (Officer Active Duty Service Obligations) and must serve a two year utilization assignment, determined by the Army G-3 (DAMO-SSF), immediately following fellowship year.  Examples are:  High-level policy assignment Joint Staff; ARSTAFF; OSD; CINC staff; senior service college level faculty or general officer assignment (if selected).

Prerequisites:  Must be an active duty LTC managed by the U.S. Total Army Personnel Command (PERSCOM); have a graduate degree; have experience in strategic wargaming; must be assessed or a designee into FA59 or FA48 or have an Additional Skill Identifier of 6Z; have the ability to conduct research into areas of national security policy; have interest and experience in political-military affairs; be branch qualified at current grade; have no adverse actions pending; able to complete full fellowship; able to complete a two year utilization assignment immediately following fellowship; not owe a utilization assignment obligation or will complete obligation not later than June 2004; meet Army height & weight requirements; have potential for future military service; not be competing for any other fellowship, scholarship, or program; and must have had a physical within five years.

Desirable Training/Experience:  Master's degree or higher in international relations, national security studies, political science, or economics.  Strong background in either operations or acquisition.  Experienced practitioner who will continue to play an active role in national security issues.  Demonstrated ability to write and speak effectively on national security and defense policy topics.  Strategist (6Z ASI) capable of dealing with long range issues.  Experience on HQDA, Joint combined, OSD, or MACOM staff.
