PROPOSED COLD WAR MEDAL.

1.  AS OUTLINED IN REF A, THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE WILL NOT 

CREATE A COLD WAR SERVICE MEDAL.  THE DEPUTY DIRECTOR OF OFFICER 

AND ENLISTED MANANGEMENT PERSONNEL FOR THE OFFICE OF THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE STATED THAT AFTER CAREFUL CONSIDERATION, IT WAS DECIDED NOT TO CREATE A MEDAL.  HE STATED FURTHER THAT THROUGHOUT THE COLD WAR YEARS, COMMANDERS USED A FULL SPECTRUM OF INDIVIDUAL, UNIT AND SERVICE AWARDS TO RECOGNIZE THE ACHIEVEMENTS AND SACRIFICES OF SERVICE MEMBERS.  

2.  REF B, ADVISED THAT THE COLD WAR MEDAL BEING ADVERTISED AND 

SOLD ON THE INTERNET AND AT SOME MILITARY CLOTHING SALES STORES, 

IS NOT AUTHORIZED FOR WEAR ON THE MILITARY UNIFORM.  IAW TITLE 18, 

UNITED STATES CODE, SECTION 704, ANYONE WHO KNOWINGLY WEARS A MEDAL NOT AUTHORIZED BY CONGRESS...SHALL BE FINED OR IMPRISONED NOT MORE THAN SIX MONTHS OR BOTH.
