2.  PURSUANT TO REFERENCE D, REFERENCE B IS AMENDED TO ALLOW “SERVICE IN GOOD STANDING IN THE SELECTED RESERVE OF THE ARMED FORCES” ON OR AFTER 11 SEPTEMBER 2001 TO A DATE TO BE DETERMINED TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR THE NDSM.  
3.  EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, COMMANDERS ARE AUTHORIZED TO AWARD THE NDSM TO QUALIFIED PERSONNEL BASED UPON THE EXTENDED CRITERIA (REFERENCE C, ABOVE) USING THIS MESSAGE AS THE AUTHORITY.  PERMANENT ORDERS ARE NOT, REPEAT, ARE NOT REQUIRED.  
4.  UNIT COMMANDERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE ORIGINAL ISSUE OF MEDALS.  FOR REQUISITION PURPOSES, THE NATIONAL STOCK NUMBER FOR THE NDSM IS 8455-00-281-3214.
