eMILPO SCP 1.2 Release Notes
New Functionality
Overseas Assignment Data - A new sub-menu titled 'Overseas Assignment Data' has been added to the Personnel Services menu which allows the user to update overseas assignment information (i.e. DEROS, Tour Type) for Soldiers currently assigned overseas without going through the ‘Soldier Arrival’ screen.
Patient Tracking - New patient tracking functionality to add, change and delete patient information in eMILPO.  This functionality will give commanders the ability to track their Soldiers' patient status.  Functional guidance will be posted shortly.
PCS Departures - Users experienced an increased workload due to the automated departure process.  This process generated more work for the majority of users by forcing them to monitor and manage system generated erroneous departures that alter actual unit strength.  In addition, users may need to submit departures for reassignments that were not issued by EDAS.  A deliberate departure process is replacing the current automated procedure to ensure that all departures are managed appropriately at the lowest level.
System Administrators will need to modify battalion S1 personnel or appropriate user accounts to include the PCS departure screen. 

The Sign of Life rules have not changed.  If a Soldier arrives to a unit and the losing unit failed to depart, the arrival screen will also generate the departure transaction.

The following changes were made:
1. Replaced the automated departure process to a deliberate one.
2. Added a new menu under personnel accounting with the title ‘PCS Departure’ and sub-menus of ‘Departure’ and ‘Revoke Departure’.
3. User will be able to initiate a departure from the new departure screen by entering relevant reassignment information on Soldiers that do not have departure records.
4. Implement a revoke departure process for departure records.
5. Losing unit should be permitted to submit only one departure on an individual SSN until Soldier is arrived by a gaining unit or the departure is revoked.
6. Reworded workflow notice generated by HQDA Reassignments to send notice one day prior to DLOS.  The workflow will be for information only, advising the unit to depart the soldier or coordinate with reassignment section to correct DLOS.  
Assignment Eligibility Availability (AEA) – Added the capability to input AEA codes in eMILPO.  There are restrictions to the type of AEA codes that can overwrite others.  The AEA logic matrix is attached as Encl 2.

Build Soldier List – An additional navigation pattern has been added which gives the user the ability to use the system as is or specify an individual SSN and skip the BSL for each functional area selected.  If using the single SSN function, the user will not be required to re-enter the SSN for each function. 
Personnel Accounting
Assignment/Duty History - The Assignment History functionality has been changed to enable users to do the following:

1.  Add/Update/Delete historical duty positions that are part of the current assignment.
2.  MOS, SQI and ASI are free text fields so that the user can enter the actual value the Soldier held for that historical duty assignment/position.
Arrival - The user can now perform a “Local OCONUS” arrival even when the dependant arrival date (from previous overseas assignment) is prior to the Soldier Arrival Date. 
Transition/Loss – Provides the ability to transition (separate, death) mobilized Soldiers from the eMILPO database.  Previous versions would only let the user demobilize. 

Revoke Arrival – The revoke arrival logic has been modified to prevent users from performing a revoke arrival if the original arrival is over four months old. This edit was put in place to support the synchronization of the eMILPO and TAPDB databases as TAPDB rejects any revocation over four months old.

Readiness

HRAR-UMR - Change SEQ No to PARA/LINE, took out Comp column. Moved PERS ID, MOS/AOC, SQI, ASI to the left and add two columns Authorized and Unfilled to the end. This change eliminates the repeating of the same positions and just displays the number of authorized and unfilled positions in the new columns.

Personnel Services

Suspension of Favorable Personnel Actions - The SFPA help screen and users manual have been fixed to display the proper SFPA codes and definitions.
Family Member – DEERS is still the authoritative source for authorized family member, but the eMILPO user can now update the family member address.  This change should help with DD93 and SGLI processing.  Users still can not add an authorized family member to eMILPO.  The following changes have been made to enable real time updates for authorized family member information:
· Address information for authorized dependents is editable in the  

            eMILPO application
· The DEERS interface will add new dependents to the eMILPO database
· The DEERS interface will not change address information for dependents already in the eMILPO database
Military Occupational Specialty – The ability to edit Soldiers’ MOS, ASI and SQI for ‘all’ enlisted grades (previous functionality prevented the user from updating SFC and above records) has been implemented.  Two exceptions are SQI ‘P’ and ASI ‘Y2’.

Workflow

Failure to Gain Notice - Users can now perform an OCONUS arrival and the Soldier’s SSN, Losing Unit, and Departure date are now present on the Failure to Gain Workflow screen.
System Administration - Add User Account – The maximum number of accounts per user has been increased from five to fifteen.
Data Store/Reports

AAA-126 (Personnel Reassignments Report) - The AAA-126 was fixed to both present data correctly and to enable the user to query a range of EDAS cycles. The following additional data elements were added to Section D- Unit Date of the report; Gaining Unit Name, Location, State, Country and PPA.

AAA-165 (Personnel Accountability Notices) - The AAA-165 has been modified not to produce a notice of ‘Expired DEROS’ when a Soldier is currently assigned CONUS.  

Please note:  Functionally this has been corrected but there is still ‘inconsistent’ DEROS data on eMILPO that may unfortunately produce an erroneous notice.
