eMILPO ICP 2.0.1 Release Notes

The following changes are included:
The eMILPO Main Menu Page and Portal Page were changed from graphics to text to improve screen load time and performance.

NEW FUNCTIONALITY
DATE INITIAL ENTRY MILITARY SERVICE (DIEMS).  DIEMS data is now updating eMILPO from EREC with a 4331 transaction from TAPDB.  DIEMS data field has been removed from the current Miscellaneous Personal Data transaction (4330).  DIEMS data is also updated by the Officer/Warrant Officer Pre-Accession Data transaction (4105/4106).

STOP LOSS (Delay in Separation) Data.  eMILPO functionality has been modified to disable the user from entering, changing or deleting a Soldier’s delay in separation information pertaining to Stop Loss.  Delay in Separation transaction (4780) will be generated by TAPDB and will update eMILPO.
ASSIGNMENT INCENTIVE PAY (AIP) AEA FUNCTIONALITY.  AEA codes of F, P, and Z have been added to eMILPO functionality to identify Soldiers participating in the Korea AIP program.  This AEA update is available only for Soldiers on orders to Korea or who are currently assigned to Korea.  Specific policy rules and installation responsibilities can be found in MILPER Message Number: 04-115 AHRC-EPO-P, Assignment Incentive Pay (AIP) for Assignment to Korea.  Issued 03/18/2004.
AD HOC QUERY
Gaining PPA data field was added to the Ad Hoc Query in order to capture Pending Gains to an installation.  Valuable information for running this query is:

The Personnel Processing Activity Code (PPA) has been added to the Reassignment Data table within Datastore.  Since the Reassignment Data table stores both the gaining and losing assignment instructions on Soldiers, the user must apply separate filters to the query to identify either losing or gaining assignment instructions in the displayed results.  When the user is attempting to run a query in Datastore to display all Soldiers on assignment instructions to their respective PPA, the user must select the PPA_CD from the Reassignment Data table and add a filter for the specific PPA.  The user must, in addition to the PPA filter, add a filter for the EVENT_TYPE_CD field from the Reassignment Data table and specify “GAIN” to display gaining assignment instructions only.  If the user needs to display all losing assignment instructions for their respective PPA, change the filter for the EVENT_TYPE_CD from “GAIN” to “LOSE” to display proper results.

MODIFICATIONS TO CURRENT FUNCTIONALITY
PERSONNEL SERVICES
SGLI.  When adding a beneficiary, and selecting Designation by Relationship, the relationship type of OTHER has been added.  If the Soldier chooses the Designation by Relationship option when designating a beneficiary for SGLI, the system now prevents a selection of any other choice.  The name and address field will be disabled also.  When the Designation by Relationship option is selected, the screen will refresh and the user must insert spouse’s name in the Beneficiary Text Box field.
Emergency Notification, Servicemen’s Group Life Insurance and Family Member. Users may now remove addresses from Emergency Notification, Servicemen’s Group Life Insurance and Family Member modules of eMILPO.  Use spaces to blank out the date.  Select Save.  If user returns to application and selects same member, the address will be blank.
Family Member.  eMILPO will not allow user to enter Sponsor’s SSN in the Family Member Data SSN field.  User will receive appropriate eMILPO message.
Military Education.  Users may now enter a military education course completion date which is prior to the Soldier’s BASD.  This change allows proper military education course data updates for prior service Soldiers.

SFPA.  When finalizing a flag for officers, transaction data fields have been modified to allow successful processing at TAPDB.
REPORTS
AAA-095.  Married, female Soldiers no longer appear on the AAA-095 (Suspension of Favorable Personnel Actions Management Report) twice.  Previously these Soldiers were displayed with their maiden name and their married name.

PERSONNEL ACCOUNTING
Transition/Loss to the Army/Mobilization/Demobilization.  

1. Users may now transition Soldiers having a blank BASD on the eMILPO database.

2. Users must now enter a Post Separation Address for applicable Soldiers when processing Transitions or Demobilization.  User will receive message to update Post Separation Address through the Address module of eMILPO.

Assignment History.  
1. When a UIC is deleted (expired) and successfully processes in eMILPO, Soldiers’ Assignment History UIC will no longer be blanked out.  When a UIC is due to be deactivated, user must ensure that there are no Soldiers assigned or attached to the UIC on the effective date of the unit deactivation.

2. When user removes an assignment history, system no longer makes any changes to Soldiers duty status.  This change allows the Soldiers to display on the

AAA-162 report properly.

Duty Status.  DA Form 4187 now displays correct duty status sequence (FROM and TO) when changing a Soldiers duty status.

PCS DEPARTURES.   Processing modifications have been made pertaining to departing Soldiers who have both ATRRS and EDAS assignment instructions.  ATRRS data pertaining to student Soldiers on EDAS assignment instructions should no longer hinder the installation from properly departing the Soldier.  NOTE:  FSD is currently researching any additional scenarios which may disrupt departure processing.  Please contact the EDS Help Desk if this departure problem continues.
