1.  THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO PROVIDE INFORMATION AND 

GUIDANCE ON AWARDS FOR MILITARY AND CIVILIAN PERSONNEL INVOLVED IN 

THE TERRORIST ATTACK ON THE UNITED STATES ON 11 SEP 01.  IN ADDITION TO THE INJURIES AND LOSS RESULTING FROM THE ATTACK, THERE ARE MANY ACCOUNTS OF HEROIC AND COURAGEOUS ACTS IN THE AFTERMATH OF THE TERRORIST INCIDENT AT THE PENTAGON.  TO ASSIST IN SIMPLIFYING AND EXPEDITING AWARDS PROCESSING FOR SOLDIERS ACTIONS ON 11 SEP, THE MILITARY AWARDS BRANCH HAS DEVELOPED A STREAMLINED AWARDS PROCESS OUTLINED IN THE FOLLOWING PARAGRAPHS.

2.  PEACETIME AWARDS AUTHORITY REMAINS IN EFFECT AND THE FOLLOWING AWARDS ARE AUTHORIZED FOR MILITARY PERSONNEL:

    A.  PURPLE HEART (PH), PARA 2-8A(6), REF A.

        (1) PER EXECUTIVE ORDER 12464, 23 FEB 84, THE PH IS 

AUTHORIZED FOR AWARD TO ANY MEMBER OF THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNITED STATES WHO HAS BEEN WOUNDED OR KILLED, OR WHO HAS DIED OR MAY HEREAFTER DIE AFTER BEING WOUNDED, AFTER 23 MAR 73, AS A RESULT OF AN INTERNATIONAL TERRORIST ATTACK AGAINST THE UNITED STATES.  

        (2) ALL REQUESTS FOR AWARD OF THE PH FOR THIS INCIDENT WILL 

BE INITIATED AND PROCESSED BY HQ, PERSCOM (TAPC-PDO-PA).

        (3) HQ, PERSCOM (TAPC-PDO-PA) WILL INITIATE AND PROCESS 

AWARDS OF THE PH TO ALL ELIGIBLE MILITARY PERSONNEL WHO WERE 

WOUNDED OR KILLED IN THE TERRORIST INCIDENT ON 11 SEP 01, AS 

AUTHENTICATED BY THE CASUALTY AND MEMORIAL AFFAIRS OPERATIONS CENTER (CMAOC).


(4) ALL OTHER REQUESTS FOR AWARD OF THE PH, AS OUTLINED IN 

REF A, SHOULD BE FORWARDED THROUGH CHANNELS TO HQ, PERSCOM 

(TAPC-PDO-PA) FOR PROCESSING. SOLDIERS INJURED BY THE TERRORIST 

INCIDENT AT THE PENTAGON OR AT THE WORLD TRADE CENTER AND VICINITY WHO RECEIVED MEDICAL TREATMENT IN ANY MEDICAL FACILITY, OTHER THAN THOSE REPORTING TO THE SURGEON GENERAL OF THE ARMY (TRIAGE TENTS, LOCAL HOSPITALS OR DOCTORS OFFICE, ETC), MAY REQUEST AWARD OF THE PH. ATTACHED TO THE REQUEST SHOULD BE DOCUMENTATION FROM A MEDICAL AUTHORITY IDENTIFYING THAT THE INDIVIDUAL RECEIVED MEDICAL ATTENTION FOR INJURY SUSTAINED ON 11 SEP 01.  FOR THOSE WHO WERE TREATED AND RELEASED ON SITE TO RETURN TO RESCUE EFFORTS AND NO MEDICAL DOCUMENTATION EXISTS, THE ARSTAF SECTION SHOULD COLLECT AND CONSOLIDATE THE REQUESTS AND FORWARD TO HQ, PERSCOM (TAPC-PDO-PA) FOR PROCESSING.  THE REQUEST SHOULD INCLUDE A DESCRIPTION OF THE INJURY AND THE CIRCUMSTANCES UNDER WHICH THE INJURY WAS RECEIVED.  EYEWITNESS STATEMENTS, IF AVAILABLE, WOULD BE EXTREMELY HELPFUL IN 

SUPPORT OF THE REQUEST.  THESE REQUESTS WILL BE REVIEWED IN 

COORDINATION WITH MEDICAL AUTHORITIES AND DETERMINATIONS WILL BE MADE ON A CASE BY CASE BASIS.


(5)  PARA 2-8, REF A CURRENTLY INDICATES THAT THE PH MAY BE 

AWARDED TO ANY CIVILIAN NATIONAL SERVING UNDER COMPETENT AUTHORITY IN ANY CAPACITY WITH ONE OF THE U.S. ARMED SERVICES.  HOWEVER, IN NOV 97, CONGRESS ENACTED LEGISLATION [10 USC 1131] THAT LIMITS AWARD OF THE PH TO MILITARY MEMBERS ONLY.  THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS LAW IS 19 MAY 98.  LEGISLATION HAS BEEN INTRODUCED IN THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES TO REPEAL THIS LEGISLATION TO ALLOW CIVILIAN NATIONALS TO AGAIN BE ELIGIBLE FOR THE PH.  IF THE REPEAL IS 

SUCCESSFUL, ALL REQUESTS FOR AWARD OF THE PH TO CIVILIANS WILL BE 

INITIATED AND PROCESSED BY HQ, PERSCOM (TAPC-PDO-PA).  HQ, PERSCOM 

(TAPC-PDO-PA) WILL AWARD THE PH TO ALL ELIGIBLE CIVILIAN PERSONNEL, 

AS AUTHENTICATED BY CMAOC.  SUBPARAGRAPH (4) ABOVE WILL ALSO APPLY TO THOSE CIVILIANS WHO RECEIVED MEDICAL TREATMENT IN OTHER THAN ONE OF THE FACILITIES REPORTING TO THE SURGEON GENERAL OF THE ARMY.

    B.  SOLDIER'S MEDAL (SM), PARA 3-12, REF A.


(1) THE SM IS AWARDED TO ANY PERSON OF THE ARMED FORCES OF 

THE UNITED STATES OR OF A FRIENDLY FOREIGN NATION WHO, WHILE SERVING IN ANY CAPACITY WITH THE ARMY OF THE UNITED STATES, DISTINGUISHING HIMSELF OR HERSELF BY HEROISM NOT INVOLVING ACTUAL CONFLICT WITH AN ENEMY.  THE SAME DEGREE OF HEROISM IS REQUIRED AS FOR THE AWARD OF THE DISTINGUISHED FLYING CROSS.  THE PERFORMANCE MUST HAVE INVOLVED PERSONAL HAZARD OR DANGER AND THE VOLUNTARY RISK OF LIFE UNDER CONDITIONS NOT INVOLVING CONFLICT WITH AN ARMED ENEMY.  AWARDS WILL NOT BE MADE SOLEY ON THE BASIS OF HAVING SAVED A LIFE. 


(2)  ALL RECOMMENDATIONS FOR AWARD OF THE SM WILL BE 

FORWARDED TO HQ, PERSCOM (TAPC-PDO-PA) FOR PROCESSING.  BECAUSE MANY COMMANDS AND AGENCIES DO NOT HAVE FUNCTIONAL ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT, THE DA FORM 638 (RECOMMENDATION FOR AWARD) IS NOT REQUIRED FOR SUBMITTING REQUEST FOR THE SM.  REQUEST FOR AWARD OF THE SM WILL BE SUBMITTED TO HQ, PERSCOM (TAPC-PDO-PA) VIA E-MAIL TO [DENISE.HARRIS@HOFFMAN.ARMY.MIL] OR FAX, COMM (703) 325-2581, DSN 221-2581.  REQUEST SHOULD INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:  STANDARD NAME LINE (NAME, RANK, SSN, AND ORGANIZATION) AND IF POSSIBLE, A PROPOSED CITATION.  A GENERIC CITATION IS PROVIDED BELOW AND MAY BE ALTERED TO REFLECT THE SPECIFICS OF INDIVIDUAL ACTS/ACTIONS IF NEEDED.  A PROPOSED CITATION, OUTLINING SPECIFIC HEROICS, WILL BE REQUIRED FOR ENLISTED SOLDIERS WHO WILL RETIRE AND MAY BE CONSIDERED FOR A 10 PERCENT INCREASE IN RETIRED PAY BASED ON AWARD OF THE SOLDIER'S MEDAL (SEE PARA 1-38, REF A).  


(3) GENERIC CITATION FOR SOLDIER'S MEDAL:

THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, AUTHORIZED BY ACT OF CONGRESS, JULY 2, 1926, HAS AWARDED THE SOLDIER'S MEDAL TO

FOR HEROISM:  ABOVE AND BEYOND THE CALL OF DUTY ON 11 

SEPTEMBER 2001, AFTER A HIJACKED AIRLINE FLIGHT, WITH OVER 30,000 

POUNDS OF JET FUEL WAS USED BY INTERNATIONAL TERRORISTS AS A WEAPON TO ATTACK THE PENTAGON. UPON IMPACT THERE WAS A THUNDEROUS EXPLOSION AND A HORRIFIC FIRE THAT LEFT BOTH MILITARY AND CIVILIAN PERSONNEL IN A STATE OF SHOCK.  WITHOUT REGARD FOR HIS/HER OWN LIFE, OVERCOMING THE SHOCK, CHAOS AND DEADLY SMOKE MASTER SERGEANT DOE AIDED IN THE RESCUE EFFORT.  HE/SHE CONTINUED TO RISK HIS/HER LIFE ON NUMEROUS OCCASIONS BY RENDERING ASSISTANCE TO THE INJURED AND DYING PERSONNEL. HIS/HER UNYIELDING DEVOTION TO HIS/HER FELLOW SOLDIERS AND CIVILIANS UNDOUBTEDLY SAVED LIVES AND SHOWED AMERICA'S RESOLVE TO OVERCOME THIS 

ACT OF INTERNATIONAL TERRORISM.  MASTER SERGEANT DOE'S HEROIC ACTS ARE A TESTAMENT OF HIS/HER BRAVERY AND REFLECT GREAT CREDIT UPON HIMSELF/HERSELF AND THE UNITED STATES ARMY.

    C.  SERVICE AWARDS, LEGION OF MERIT (LM), MERITORIOUS SERVICE 

MEDAL (MSM), ARMY COMMENDATION MEDAL (ARCOM), ARMY ACHIEVEMENT MEDAL (AAM), PARAS 3-10, 3-14, 3-16, AND 3-17, REF A.    


(1)  SOLDIERS WHO DIE OR ARE KILLED WHILE ON ACTIVE DUTY ARE 

NORMALLY AWARDED AN END OF TOUR OR EXPIRATION TERMINATION OF 

SERVICE (ETS) AWARD TO RECOGNIZE SERVICE AT THEIR FINAL DUTY STATION. THE LM, MSM, ARCOM, AND AAM MAY BE AWARDED POSTHUMOUSLY IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE LEVEL OF PERFORMANCE AND RESPONSIBILITY DEMONSTRATED DURING A SOLDIER'S LAST DUTY ASSIGNMENT.  PRINCIPAL HQDA AGENCY OFFICIALS IN THE RANK OF LTG OR ABOVE (OR CIVILIAN EQUIVALENT) MAY APPROVE ALL POSTHUMOUS AWARDS OF THE LM AND BELOW TO PERSONNEL ASSIGNED OR ATTACHED TO THEIR COMMAND OR AGENCY, EXCEPT TO GENERAL GRADE OFFICERS.  


(2)  COMMANDS AND PRINCIPAL HQDA AGENCY OFFICIALS WHO HAVE 

THE ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT TO PROCESS THEIR AWARDS MAY DO SO HOWEVER, ALL STAFF ELEMENTS MAY SUBMIT RECOMMENDATIONS FOR AWARDS TO HQ, PERSCOM (TAPC-PDO-PA) FOR PROCESSING.  THE DA FORM 638 WILL NOT BE REQUIRED FOR REQUEST SUBMITTED TO HQ, PERSCOM.  REQUESTS FOR SERVICE AWARDS WILL BE SUBMITTED TO HQ, PERSCOM (TAPC-PDO-PA) VIA E-MAIL [DENISE.HARRIS@HOFFMAN.ARMY.MIL] OR FAX, COMM (703) 325-2581, DSN 221-2581.  REQUEST SHOULD INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:  STANDARD NAME LINE (NAME, RANK, SSN, AND ORGANIZATION), LEVEL OF AWARD AND PROPOSED CITATION.  FOR COMMANDS OR AGENCIES THAT CANNOT PROVIDE A PROPOSED CITATION, GENERIC CITATIONS ARE PROVIDED BELOW.  HOWEVER, A SHORT DESCRIPTION OF THE INDIVIDUALS JOB AND DUTY IS REQUIRED.
