Q.  At what point in the approval process are these requests getting disapproved?  

The following is what can disqualify a packet at our office. 

1- Reached or will reach Age 60 in less then a year from requested start date.  

2- Officers being 2x non-select for promotion. 

3- Not exhausting all mobilization (i.e. Not on second year of Mob) (If soldier can be mobilized for a position that must occur before considering CO-EAD.   


4- Enlisted Soldiers not having enough time on their Reserve Contract.  (Reserve Contract needs to allow for one year extension)  They are eligible to reenlist under AR 140-111, Table 2-2 Rule D. 

5- Wrong MACOM or no MACOM Endorsement

The following can disqualify a packet at the G3
1- Trying to fill the position with a officer that is not of that branch.  (ie. A chaplain in a AG Position)

2- Invalid MOB TDA (historical instead of Active) 
3- Invalid Para/line number.  

4- Trying to put an enlisted soldier into an Officer position or vise versa.  

5- Wrong MACOM or no MACOM Endorsement
