1.  IMPORTANT NEWS regarding Transition Assistance Management Program (TAMP) benefits.  Change in guidance.  Previously the guidance had been when TAMP expires effective 31DEC01, so did the soldier's benefits.  However, the proponent of TAMP, Ms. Holman (Deputy Chief of Staff for Personnel (DCSPER)) has advised that "should the program end on 31Dec we will still be obligated for the benefits until all recipients have received all their entitlements".
2.  For Transition Centers (TCs) that issued orders stating the TAMP benefits would expire 31DEC01, those orders will need to be corrected. 
3.  Unless legislation is passed to extend the TAMP, the program itself will expire 31DEC01; however, the benefits for the eligible soldiers will continue for the complete duration of time as stated in DCSPER's 29 Nov 99 All Army Activities (ALARACT) message #099/99.
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
